Philippians 3:3

 What are the signs to show 
that someone is a true child of God?  
One of His chosen ones?  Part of 
the True Israel, the covenant people 
of God?  Our text, Philippians 3:3, 
brings out three points that demon-
strates that we are the true circum-
cision, that is God’s chosen people 
today.  We are not talking about the 
physical custom of the Old Testa-
ment to designate a Hebrew male as 
member of the Abrahamic covenant, 
but rather through our relationship 
with Christ we  nd our access and 
entrance into the new covenant, “and 
in Him you were also circumcised 
with a circumcision made without 
hands, in the removal of the body 
of the  esh by the circumcision of 
Christ; 12 having been buried with 
Him in baptism, in which you were 
also raised up with Him through faith 
in the working of God, who raised 
Him from the dead. 13 When you 

Glory in Christ
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were dead in your transgressions and 
the uncircumcision of your  esh, He 
made you alive together with Him, 
having forgiven us all our transgres-
sions” (Col 2:11-13).  When we were 
baptized into Christ the working of 
God Himself performed the TRUE 
circumcision spiritually on each 
of our souls because of our faith in 
Him, making us alive together with 
Christ as God’s children of the new 
covenant.
 Describing the false Juda-
izing teachers who were convinced 
they needed to change the gospel 
and God’s plan for saving man to 
what they thought was the cor-
rect way, Paul said, “Beware of the 
dogs, beware of the evil workers, 
beware of the false circumcision. 
(Phil 3:2).  The single Greek term 
which is translated as “false circum-
cision” can also mean “the mutila-
tion,” which is the unspiritual  eshly 
thing these false teachers wanted to 
do to gentiles who desired to become 
God’s people.  Paul used the word as 
a pun on the real and different word 
for “true circumcision,” which God 
Himself performs in our souls.
 However, in contrast to 
these false teachers, Paul, the Gen-
tile Christians in Philippi, and we 
as Christians today are the true cir-
cumcision, that is God’s true people, 
we are the ones “...who worship in 
the Spirit of God and glory in Christ 
Jesus and put no con dence in the 
 esh. (Phil 3:3).  Or as the KJV 
translates the same passage, “For 
we are the circumcision, which wor-
ship God in the spirit, and rejoice in 

Christ Jesus, and have no con dence 
in the  esh.”
 (1).  As the true circumci-
sion we worship God in the spirit.  
Jesus said in John 4:23-24, “But an 
hour is coming, and now is, when the 
true worshipers will worship the Fa-
ther in spirit and truth; for such peo-
ple the Father seeks to be His wor-
shipers.  24 “God is spirit, and those 
who worship Him must worship 
in spirit and truth.” (NASU)   This 
word here in John translated “wor-
ship” is proskuneo, which means 
“to prostrate oneself in homage (do 
reverence to, adore). We as priests of 
God offer up to Him in spiritual wor-
ship our bodies as living sacri ces, 
that is, we allow God to fully control 
our day to day actions, thoughts, and 
words.  As Paul said in Rom 12:1, 
“Therefore I urge you, brethren, by 
the mercies of God, to present your 
bodies a living and holy sacri ce, 
acceptable to God, which is your 
spiritual service of worship.”  He 
said “spiritual service of worship,” 
which is a translation of the Greek 
word latreuo, which is also the 
same word used in our text in Phil 
3:3.   Not ONLY do we proskuneo, 
bow down and pay homage to God 
when we worship in spirit and truth 
with the church, but we also latreuo, 
which describes how we also wor-
ship God daily as we serve Him and 
live under His control.  The Father 
is seeking such people to be His true 
worshipers.
 (2).  We rejoice or glory in 
Christ Jesus not in our abilities or 
goodness.  He is the one who saved 

us by His loving sacri ce and em-
powers us to serve.  As Paul said in 
Col 1:29, “For this purpose also I la-
bor, striving according to His power, 
which mightily works within me.”  
In all our daily worshipful service 
to God we have nothing to boast 
about.  Nor should we lay claim to 
God’s mercy based upon our heri-
tage or the faith of others, but rather 
we must rejoice that Jesus saved us.  
Because He saved us, we can serve 
by His power.  The glory is all His, 
not ours.
 (3).  True people of God 
will also “have no con dence in the 
 esh.”  Our con dence is in Christ 
and the mercy of God.  It is not our 
formal educational degrees or diplo-
mas, or lessons we learned in the 
“school of hard knocks,” or years of 
being a Christian that gives us the 
right to stand before God as His chil-
dren.  It is not that we were born a 
Jew or Gentile, “For in Christ Jesus 
neither circumcision nor uncircumci-
sion means anything, but faith work-
ing through love.” (Gal 5:6).  We put 
our faith in God, and that faith shows 
itself alive as it demonstrates itself 
through our service and loving obe-
dience to the word and will of God.  
Our con dence is not based on  esh-
ly things, but on faith in the power of 
God working within our lives day by 
day.  It is only by this kind of faith at 
work that the heros of Hebrews 11 
were able to be pleasing to God (He-
brews 11:6).  The same is true for us 
today as well.

There is very little in Hollywood to 
commend itself to Christians.  The 
nature of the culture by which Hol-
lywood functions is completely the 
opposite of that by which Chris-
tians live.  Still, from time to time 
one may  nd a tidbit or two from a 
Hollywood source which stands in 
agreement with biblical principles.  
One such example comes from the 
latest (and one hopes the last) Rocky 
movie.

In one scene Rocky, much older and 
wiser than he was thirty years ago, 
visits one of his old hangouts.  A 
young woman who is serving him 
reminds him that he knew her many 
years ago when she was a young-
ster.  Rocky makes the connection 
and recognizes the young woman 
as “little Marie,” whom he had tried 
to steer away from a bad crowd all 
those years before.  He also remem-
bers that she left him with a biting 
insult on that occasion.  Marie pro-
tests that “that was a long time ago,” 
and Rocky replies, “A great insult 
lasts a long time.”  In other words, 
he still bore the scars of what she had 
said to him thirty years before.

Although the Rocky character has 
endeared himself to at least two 
generations of moviegoers, he is 
hardly an expert on spiritual things.  
Nevertheless, his words ring true on 
this count.  It is a fact that the words 
which comprise a “great insult” have 
a longer-lasting effect than any of 
us are willing to admit.  If we were 
truthful about it, we would admit 

that cruel words stay with us for a 
long time.  At least, we believe this 
when we are on the receiving end of 
them.  However, when we use them 
on others, it is as if we expect them 
to vanish into space, without a trace, 
just as quickly as the sound of saying 
them dies out.  It is one of the great 
hypocrisies of life that we expect 
others to forget what we are unwill-
ing to forget ourselves.

The scriptures, of course, are plain 
in their condemnation of such lan-
guage.  In Eph. 4:29, 31, 32 Paul 
said, “Let no unwholesome word 
proceed from your mouth, but only 
such a word as is good for edi ca-
tion according to the need of the 
moment, so that it will give grace to 
those who hear. . .Let all bitterness 
and wrath and anger and clamor and 
slander be put away from you, along 
with all malice.  Be kind to one an-
other, tender-hearted, forgiving one 
another, just as God in Christ also 
has forgiven you.”  

This is not the only time in scripture 
that this kind of language is con-
demned, but it puts it into clear fo-
cus, doesn’t it?  The things that we 
say to one another are supposed to 
be for our mutual edi cation, as the 
need may be at any particular mo-
ment.  This does not mean that we 
are never to be critical of another, 
for reproof is something which can 
build another up if he listens to it, 
and it is something that is a function 
of scripture (2 Tim. 3:16, 17).  

Nevertheless, we should be speaking 
words by which we build each other 
up for the good of the body of Christ, 
and we should never speak words for 
the purpose of tearing down another.  
This kind of language is un tting of 
a Christian and is one of the things 
that should be put aside because of 
our relationship to Christ (Col. 3:8).  

Instead, our speech should be “like 
apples of gold in settings of silver” 
(Prov. 25:11).  May our words be 
remembered for many years, not be-
cause they were cruel, but because 
they were precious in God’s sight.
